Objectives and Pursuits                                                       


     Article II

The  Objectives and Pursuits of  StAR  as a not – for - profit  Society  are:

I. To Promote education and awareness of the Rotational Moulding Process and  Technology among 
Moulders, Suppliers, Industry Professionals, and Educators.

II. To Promote awareness among existing and potential customers for the better and increased use of 
rotationally moulded products. Promote awareness among existing and potential customers for the better and increased use of rotationally moulded products .

III. To Promote awareness and participation in activities for the general improvement of the processes in use by the industry, for the benefit of StAR members.

IV. To co-operate with other relevant and related associations, organizations and educational groups around the world  to promote common  interests for the betterment of the industry.

To hold annual conference which would bring together attendees and speakers of the global rotomoulding industry for education & interactions which will benefit members and the larger Indian industry.

To hold Regional Meets in different regions of StAR to promote rotomoulding and bring focus to industry issues of the principal regions of StAR.

To undertake project work in areas of strategic importance for the development and growth of the Indian rotomoulding industry.

Membership








Article IV

i. Membership Categories :

•
Moulder:


Firms, partnerships, corporations or other types of business enterprises which are actively engaged in the moulding of plastic products through the use of rotational moulding process. 

•
Supplier:

Firms, partnerships, corporations or other types of business enterprises which supply or have the potential 
of supplying either products, equipment or  services to  those qualifying for Moulder membership 

•
Designer:

Persons, firms, partnerships or enterprises engaged in the design of products to be made by rotational moulding process. Persons employed full time by a company of the rotational moulding industry are not individually eligible 
for membership in this category.  

•
Consultant: 

Persons, firms, partnerships or enterprises engaged in providing consultancy services to companies qualifying for Moulder membership. Persons employed full time by a company of the rotational moulding industry are not individually eligible for membership in this category 

ii. Multiple Membership:  

Applicants for membership who qualify in more than one membership category must select the category having the 
highest dues rate. Applicants can obtain membership in more than one category by paying the appropriate dues for each membership category.

iii. Membership Application:

The application for membership should provide pertinent information of the company as required in the application form. It should be accompanied by:

•
Membership dues and enrolment fee as applicable.

•
References of 2 existing StAR members certifying eligibility.  Admission of a new member is confirmed with approval of the Governing Body.

v. Code of ethics:

Every joining member is required to sign the “ Code of Ethics”  for members to ensure that the standard of conduct of 
members and ethical values they uphold conform with the stature of StAR as a frontrunner among international organisations.

vi. Membership Financial Obligation: 

Every member by joining the Society is agreeing to pay any applicable pro rata share of the expenses of the Society 
for a fiscal year,  provided such expenses are part  of the approved  budget for the year.

Vii. Cessation of Membership:

•
Resignation:

Any member may resign at any time by giving written notice along with reasons to StAR Exec Secretary. Resignation will become effective upon all outstanding dues being cleared by the resigning member.

•
Termination: 

Any membership may be terminated for serious violation of StAR Rules & Regulations by due process on the direction of the Governing Body. 

viii. Transfer of Membership:


Membership of the StAR is not transferable or assignable.

ix. Voting Rights: 

All members in good standing (except Educator members ) have  the right to vote . Each member company has one vote 
which is to  be cast by various methods such as by mail  ballot or electronic balloting, show of hands etc as decided by the Governing Body.

x.   General Body Voting:

Voting by the General Body is organized electronically or by mailing through the issue of ballot papers on any issue 
which receives the approval of the Governing Body after such a request is brought before the Governing Body by atleast 10 members of the General Body.

Governing Body







Article V

The Governing Body is the statutory body for decision making and the overall management and control of the society. It comprises of a total of nine [9] persons which includes the Founding Chairman, seven [7]  “Desirous Persons“, and the Executive Secretary.

i. Powers of Governing Body:

The Governing Body shall have responsibility and  control of the administration of the society and of all its properties, movable and immovable. Amendments to StAR Bylaws and the Dues Structure will be by approval of the Governing Body.

The Governing Body will set the Annual Goals, & Operating Budget for every year

ii. Operating Committee:

The Governing Body on an annual basis will nominate four [4]  officers [e.g. President, Vice President, Secretary & Treasurer], and other select members, as the Operating Committee, for the management and conductance of regular affairs of the society such as Annual Conference, Regional Meets, Special Projects, and other desirable activities.  The Operating Committee works on the Annual Goals, & within Operating Budget [ as set by the Governing Body], during the year.  

iii. Resignation & Nomination:

:  If any position on the Governing Body is vacated for reasons such as resignation, disability, death or because of the member ceasing any or all activities in the rotomoulding industry then the rest of the Governing Body is  empowered to  select and recommend a competent and willing member for filling  the vacancy.

iv. Voting:

The decisions of the Governing Body will be taken on the basis of a simple majority. The Founding Chairman will have a casting vote in the event of a tie in voting on any issue. 

v. Termination of Membership:

Violation of the “code of ethics” or terms of membership by any member are reported to the Governing Body which may issue a warning to the member if necessary. The Governing Body may issue a show cause notice. If the reply to the show cause notice [ required within 30 days ] is not found satisfactory, the Governing Body may decide to terminate the membership.

Meetings








Article VI

I.
Governing Body Meetings:


Regular meetings of the Governing Body are scheduled as per the following:

Operating Committee Meetings:

Meetings of the Operating Committee are held during some of the above GB meetings when larger issues of the society 
are taken on the agenda and the members of the Operating Committee who are not GB members are invited to join

III. 
Notice of Governing Body Meetings: 

Notice of Regular GB meetings including Agenda of the meetings is pre circulated among all GB  members at least One [1]  
week in advance.

IV. 
Governing Body Meetings by Skype / Audio Conferencing: 

These Governing Body meetings are generally held every 2 to 3 months with prior notice and circulation of agenda of the skype / audio conference.  

Governing Body Skype / Audio conference is called as necessary by the President  / Founder Chairman / Secretary, to 
discuss any decisional issues. Notice and agenda for these  is pre circulated for the purpose

Committees








Article VII

I.
Various committees are formed for specific activities based on annual goals, such as

Membership & Marketing Committee

Technical Committee

Regional Meets Committee

II.
Each of these Committees is headed by at least one Governing Body member. Selection of other members of these Committees is done on the basis of knowledge & competence and willingness to devote time to the specified activity.

III. The work of each Committee will be executed on the basis of the Objectives of the committee and Distribution of work among its members

Budget, Audit & Accounts





Article VIII

(i)
Based on the financial reporting of the previous year and in consultation with the Governing Body the Executive Secretary prepares and presents for approval to the Governing Body the Annual Budget.

(ii)
Based on inputs from the Conference Chairman & concerned members of the Governing Body, StAR Executive Secretary 
prepares and presents to the Governing Body the Conference budget of the annual conference for approval

(iii)
Financial reports, statement of accounts and quarterly balance sheet is prepared by auditors which are presented by the Executive Secretary to the Governing Body at the end of every quarter.  
(iv) The annual audit of the society’s accounts is done by the Auditors and presented first to the Governing Body for concurrence before submission to concerned authorities

Contracts & Bank Account management



Article IX

I)
The Governing Body of the society shall have the powers to enter into contract with promoting the aims & objectives of the society, except taking of loans .

II)
Agreements entered into by the society are signed by Executive Secretary with the knowledge and approval of the Governing Body, for and on behalf of the society such as : Hotel contracts, renting, services etc.

Iii)
The Bank Accounts of the society are operated by a joint signatory system in which the Executive Secretary signs along with any one of two other Governing Body 
members who are authorized signatories

StAR Office








Article X

I)
The StAR office functions on day-to-day basis under the direction of the Executive secretary who reports to the 
Governing body.

Ii)
All executive functions of the society are vested in the StAR office which co-ordinates with the Governing Body, Operating committee, the membership body, and the Auditors to ensure smooth functioning of the Society.
